If you choose to include
schedule jobs, enter the user account and password of the account that can access the scheduled

jobs.

7. Select a location for the job log files. The default location is C:\Program Files\Quest\Secure Copy 7\Logs\.
8. Click Next.

You are prompted to select the servers you want to license. Add the source and target servers that you
want to include in your license list.

* | NOTE: If you do not add a server now, Secure Copy automatically adds the server when the copy
job runs.
9. Click Select Server, and choose the servers to add to the list. You also can type a server name in the box,

and then click Add Server.
10. Click Next.

1. Launch the Autorun.

i NOTE: You can access all product documentation on the Documentation tab of the Autorun.

2. On the Home page, click the Secure Copy Setup tab.
3. Launch the Secure Copy? install file appropriate for your system.
4. On the Welcome screen of the Setup Wizard, click Next.
