User Requirements

User Requirements to Install Toad

Only Windows Administrators and Power Users can install Toad.
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If an Administrator installs Toad, the Administrator can share the Toad shortcut icon on the desktop and menu items
with any user—a Power User, Restricted User—on the computer.

If a Power User installs Toad, a Restricted User cannot do the following:
« Associate file extensions.

» View the Toad shortcut icon on the desktop or the Toad menu options in the Windows Start menu. As a
workaround, Restricted Users can create a shortcut to Toad from the install directory and place the shortcut
on their desktop.

User Requirements and Restrictions for Running Toad
The following describes the requirements and restrictions for users who launch and run Toad:

» To create or modify the QuestSoftware. ToadSecurity table to enable Toad Security, the user who maintains
this table must have privileges to create, insert, update, and delete it. All other users need only the ability to
read the QuestSoftware.ToadSecurity table to use Toad Security features.

General Toad SQL Server 7.4 installer opens the release notes TSS-1778
document of Toad Data Point 5.7 instead of Toad SQL
Server 7.4 Release Notes.

General Users are not able to use any format (long/short/default) of ~ TSS-1777

the formatter functionality using the
Format Code

icon in the SQL Editor.

General When users rename a new connection and reconnect, the TSS-1776
connection name gets renamed as True or False.

Toad for SQL Server is not launching Toad Intelligence

installed it should display the "Toad Intelligence central not
found" message, instead it displays an error. This issue is
observed on Toad for SQL server 7.4 version.

Toad for SQL Server displays an error while publishing a
newly created project.

Publish Template

Toad for SQL Server displays an error when users try to
publish templates using the Publish Import Template
option.

TSS-1704

Generate Script to

Toad for SQL Server is not generating/creating the SQL
script using the Create Script option.

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Known Issues

General Toad for SQL Server is not displaying the list of active servers while TSS-1756
creating a new database connection.

General The Manage License and Exit Application buttons on the Toad for TSS-1755
SQL Server - All Licenses Expired window are not aligned properly.

General Toad for SQL Server gets hanged when users try to start service for a TSS-1749
database from Microsoft SQL Server from the Connection Manager
pane.

General Users are not able to access the SQL Azure portal URL when navigated TSS -1747
from Toad for SQL Server.

General The Certificate field on the Alter Database Encryption — TestDB TSS-1729
window is not displaying any option to select while using the Encrypt
Database functionality.

General Toad performs the backup operation of the database successfully but TSS-1728
the backup file (.bak) is not available at the backup destination provided
in the script.

General When users work in the Editor mode, most of the options under the Edit TSS -1726
menu are disabled, however, users are able to use those options
through keyboard shortcuts.

Drag and Drop Users are unable to edit the default action for any object underthe Drag  TSS -1724

Objects and Drop functionality.

General Users are not able to convert the PLI Application code to SQL code TSS-1718
using the code conversion functionality.

SQL Script Toad for SQL Server is not generating the correct SQL script while TSS-1717

Generation comparing data from two tables in the same database. This issue is
observed when there is a difference in the data of two tables.

General When users delete the duplicate entry from the table, Toad does not TSS-1716
commit the delete operation and displays the concurrency violation
error.

General Toad for SQL server is facing an issue while opening the SQL Azure TSS-1715
portal in a new tab within the application.

Debug and Run Toad for SQL Server displays an error while setting up the Debugger TSS-1711
wizard

Execution Plan The Include actual Execution plan option is not working as a toggle TSS-1710
button for the Execution plan option when used from the shortcut panel
in the Editor window.

General Toad Intelligence Central is not able to fetch results for host name even TSS-1708

if users search with the valid host name.

General Toad is displaying an error when users start tracing the activity of the TSS-1707
application.

General Toad for SQL Server displays an error when users open the Always On  TSS -1703
Monitor screen.

Import and Export Users are not able to open the template in the editing mode on Import TSS-1701
Wizard.

General If any Select SQL query has more number of rows in its output than the TSS -1698
set Fetch Rows Limit, the output displays results only till that Select
query. The Fetch Rows Limit is not applied on every output individually.

Statistics Tab in View  Toad for SQL Server is not displaying the Statistic Log details for any TSS -1697

Details table selected from the object explorer in the Statistics tab.

Startup/Installation If intending to hibernate the machine with the open connections to the N/A
servers that might be unavailable at the next startup, it is recommended
to disconnect first due to risk of data loss.

Code Completion Code Completion provides limited syntax support of SELECT * INTO ST87112
clause.

Connection Manager  Cannot establish Named Pipes connection if "Poll service status in ST86603
connection list" option is selected.
Workaround:
Clear "Poll service status in connection list" checkbox on the Tools |
Options | Database | General page.
You need to install Microsoft Active Directory Authentication Library QAT-14556
(adalsql.msi) to connect to Azure SQL Database using Active Directory
Password Authentication.

Data For some queries, attempting to right-click a row and select Row Count  N/A
results in a message stating that the row count could not be determined.

Performance Monitor ~ You may encounter an exception in the Performance Monitor during 930
recording: in the Object explorer expand and collapse a tables list.
You may encounter an exception when using the Performance Monitor 948
and Session Browser at the same time.

Schema Compare When the Ignore column order option is not selected two tables are 245
incorrectly reported to be equal.
The script comparing two databases where one database is empty has 271
execution errors.
The script synchronizing two databases that have the same table with 834
different index is incorrect.

Debugger You may encounter some issues when debugging remotely. ST82044

Editor Toad may hang after applying Short Format Uppercase Keywords or ST83268
Short formats to large scripts.

Execution Plan You cannot generate an estimated execution plan for queries containing  N/A

local temporary tables because the execution plan uses a different
connection to generate the plan and does not know about the temp
table.

Workaround:
Use the actual execution plan button to generate execution plans for
SQL that contains a temp table.

Limitations when exporting fractional seconds:

« When exporting to an Access Database File, exports do not
support fractional seconds, so the additional data is not
exported.

Avoid using Excel for exporting if your data has numeric values that
require a high precision because Excel's precision is limited to 15 digits.
If you export numbers with more precision, the values are rounded. If
you export boundary numbers (max, min), rounded numbers will exceed
the data type limit.

SQL Azure connections currently display in the Job Manager even
though the Job Manager is not available for SQL Azure.

Log Reader

User information only displays for operations in the sessions that are
currently open. Backups do not contain this information because only
the SPID information is available to them.

ST37112

SQL Azure connections currently display in the Read Log wizard even
though the Log Reader is not available for SQL Azure.

Table and Index Partitioning:

« Currently, you cannot create or manage a partition on a table or
index that includes a FileStream column.

o Currently, estimating index compression savings runs a full table
compression savings query, so the estimation may be slow on
large tables.

FDCC: User cannot start/stop SQL Agent running Toad with Regular or
Admin User account on the client side in some limited environments.
