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About ApexSQL Decrypt

ApexSQL Decrypt is a SQL Server development tool that can decrypt SQL objects from multiple SQL databases,
located on different SQL Servers. Before decryption, the original DDL script can be previewed in the Query window
as the CREATE or ALTER script type. Decryption can be done directly on a database, or by creating one SQL script

for all objects or one SQL script per object.

e "Cannot save settings" error is encountered when the script is opened in the Integrated editor and the
SQL Server Management Studio 17 is selected

e "Atleast one object type must be checked, otherwise nothing will be shown in the grid" message is
shown when the new project is initiated, while there was an existing one

e The application is not loading newly created databases when the Refresh button from the Home tab is
clicked for selected SQL Server
