The LDAP implementation for AS/400 defines a limit of 500 search results (by
default). If your AS/400 LDAP server has more than 500 records (e.g. users or
groups) in the database you should increase the 'sizelimit' value in the slapd.conf
file on your AS/400 as required.

If you try to synchronize a blank/empty Active Directory attribute, it may cause
'server not willing to perform' error on the AS/400. This LDAP error will be
displayed by the AS/400 connector.
